SYMPOSIUM ELEMENTS

Calendar: In the USA universities book large events one year in advance and museums two years in advance.  But you can pull the LOB out even one minute before an event and it’s wonderful. Let’s describe the Symposium in four parts although you might do it differently: a) Art Exhibition, b) Pre-Events, c) Gala Event and d) Follow up.

1. Art Exhibition.  Someone in your community knows a university or public or private art gallery or cultural center where shows go on to exhibition.  For example, Jim Jones is a graduate student at the University of Candy Culture and through them he makes contact with the Department of Political Science.  Go through the Light of the Bhagavata (LOB) an pick out verses and paintings relevant to your host and Pre-events you will be offering.  Text Nine, the greedy merchant, is striking.  You can contact us, NIOS, at http://forum.bhati.org and we can arrange to print full-size the paintings you want. Then invite the press, invite schools to send classes for guided tours etc.  We are designing $1.00 LOB booklets that visitors to the gallery can buy to keep a summary of the philosophy and connection to the project.

2. Pre-Events.  These will be based upon the people and groups you know, and your goals.  We are building and Index of topics, but some readily available are: Cow protection and Ecology, Inter-faith Dialog, Existential nature and hankerings of the Self, Indian Philosophy and Culture, Social Philosophy.  Of course there is so much in social philosophy: Retired life, married life, Marxism.  The pre-events should be dialogs.  Invite different nice groups to present their ideas.  The result may be more questions than answers, but if people buy our books and want to talk more that is very good.  We can learn a lot from nice people.

3. Gala Event.  The Exhibition and Pre-Events invite people to this event.  For example, we are preparing a Symposium right now for Houston.  The gigantic University of Houston may be our sponsor.  We can do pre-events in many areas and then finish with a Gala event at the Temple and/or the University.  This would include nice load-in music, curtain-raising 5-minute movie, reception, tables with table cloths, dance or drama by local devotees, academic presentation and then the SPECTACULAR ART MOVIE: LOB Peruvian Reflections.  After that full dinner.  We can use Text 21 and make it a Fund Raising Gala for the Temple construction.  The Text explains this very strongly.  Then give the art from the Exhibition as gratitude for donors. Exhibition art can be set up in the Gala Venue and even pre-event areas and afterwards while taking samosas and simple wonderfuls the guests can look at the art and discuss it with sponsors.

4. Follow Up:  Get names and address at every event.   Sell LOB.  In the book there is the above mentioned web site: http://forum.bhati.org .  From that people can Buy the books and art, see Calendars of LOB events and join Diploma study programs for LOB and subsequent Bhagavata literatures, and much more.
